David Bradshaw Spendlove and Caroline Hannah Baxter

Caroline Hannah Baxter married David Bradshaw Spendlove on the 25%
October 1899, she was known to everyone as Carrie.
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Carrie’s parents were George and Hannah
Baxter who were also married in St
Andrew’s in 1872. They lived in the village
in Cotterstock in the house known today as
Baythorn.

Carrie was born in 1878, and David
Spendlove was born in Bulwick in 1865 to
George and Francis.

After their wedding in 1899 David and Carrie moved to Holdenby, near
Northampton; in the 1901 census he is listed as being the Head Gardener
at Holdenby Rectory. At that time, they had a son, Francis George.
Twenty years later in the 1911 census they are living in Barrowby, near



Grantham, Lincolnshire and David is listed as a gardener. They had two
more children by this time, John Leslie and Richard David.

David and Caroline are buried in All Saints Churchyard in Barrowby. David
died in 1944 aged 78 years and Caroline in 1964 aged 86 years.
