Dr Dalton was a senior house surgeon at the Crumpsall Hospital,
Manchester. During WW1 he was a lieutenant in the R.A.M.C. For the
latter part of the war he was a medical officer with the 53 Cheshire
Regiment. As a result of the war he lost an eye.

Dr Dalton received the Victory Medal 1914-18 which means he must have
also been awarded the 1914-15 Star and British War Medal.
